4. information on the venues
Eurofest Finland 2011 will take place at the Harjattula Manor in Turku, Finland. Official programme on Thursday 4.8.2011 will take place at the Turku Christian Institute (transfer between these places will be arranged by the organizer). 

Accommodation at Harjattula will mainly be in double rooms, but for children for example it is possible to have extra beds to the rooms if necessary.

From Harjattula there is a regular and direct bus connection to the city centre of Turku. It takes only about half an hour to reach the city centre.

5. how to get to turku?
Turku, the former capital of Finland is located in Southwest-Finland and is well accessible by air, boat, railway and bus.

Turku has an international airport, but you can also choose to fly to Helsinki or Tampere and take a train or bus to Turku – the distance between Helsinki/Tampere and Turku is only two hours. Direct ferry connections from Sweden are good.

Transfer from Turku airport, harbour, railway and bus station to Harjattula will be arranged upon arrival and departure of participants. If you arrive in Helsinki or other town but Turku, we will provide you with detailed instructions how to get to Turku. Please, however, note that transportation from Helsinki, Tampere or other places to Turku are not provided by the organizer and not included in the price.
Please further note that the organizing team is happy to help you in finding the most suitable and cost effective way of travelling to Finland and Turku. We are also pleased to help you if you wish to stay longer in Finland (before or after the family meeting). Please do not hesitate to ask for advice!
